1. As per Article-41 of the Memorandum & Articles of Association of the Carpet Export Promotion
Council, the report on the proceedings of the Committee of Administration of the Council for
the year ended 31t March, 2020 is placed to be received and adopted by the General Body.
Accordingly, the General Body is requested to receive and adopt the report on the proceedings
of the Committee of Administration of the Council for the year ended 31t March, 2020.

2.  As per Article-41 of the Memorandum & Articles of Association of the Carpet Export Promotion
Council, the audited Balance Sheet and Income & Expenditure Accounts of the Council for
the year ended 31st March, 2020 is placed to receive and adopted by the General Body.

BRIEF OF THE ACTIVITIES OF THE COUNCIL DURING THE YEAR 2019-20.

1.

4 (Four) Meetings of the COA ( 179 to 182) took place during the year, 2 Meetings of Committee
Members (Fair Committee) [ 25" Sept., 2019 and 8 Nov., 2019], 1 (ONE) Extra-Ordinary General
Meeting (EGM — 19 August, 2019) and one meeting of National Level Steering Committee (NLSC)
(29" meeting on 14 May, 2019) was held during the year.

360 new Members were enrolled and 25 Members were left during the year and Council also de-
registered 1339 Members who have not made their Membership payment upto 2019-20. Thus the
Members as on 31.3.2020 were 1753.

2,28,000 Kaleen labels (1,000 from New Delhi Office and 2,27,000 from Regional Office Bhadohi)
were issued to the Member-Exporters during the year 2019-20.

During the period under review the Committee of Administration took up various issues with the
Government relating to Policy & Procedure for promotion of exports Activities and overall
growth of the industry. Some of the issues are summarized as under :

i. Drawback increased — Department of Revenue vide Notification No. 07/2020-CUSTOMS
(N.T.) dated 28" January 2020 announced Drawback rates. Due to vigorous efforts of the
Council rates and Cap Value of almost all the categories have been increased except few HS
Codes.

ii. Request to make Mandatory RCMC of CEPC - Carpet Export Promotion Council is the
only EPC which not only work for promotion of exports of Carpets and other floor coverings
but also take initiatives for social compliance i.e. eradication of child labour from the Carpet
Industry & their welfare. In this context the Council has formulated a Code of Conduct for its
Member-Exporters for non-use of child labour, Registration of all Carpet and Durry looms,
Surveillance of Registered looms through an independent agency, running of Schools for the
children in the major carpet producing belts for providing NFE with mid-day meal, Medicare
and assured stipend, school uniforms, bags, books etc. In this regard it was requested that
the Carpet Export Promotion Council should have power to implement its Code of Conduct
for total eradication of illegal/ forced/ indentured child labour from the industry for which the
Registration-cum-Membership Certificate (RCMC) should be made mandatory to effectively
implement the Code of Conduct of this Council formulated for Carpet manufacturers and
exporters. In view of the need of the hour, it is pertinent to mention here that in order to
enforce effective implementation of the Code of Conduct by the registered member exporters
and to ensure weaving their carpets on the registered looms of this Council, we request to
make RCMC of this Council Mandatory for the Exporters of Handmade Carpets and other floor
coverings so that the Council can take punitive measures such as De-registration of defaulter
Member-Exporters on account of use of illegal/ forced/ indentured child labour.

ii. Request for Separate Allotment of ITC (HS) 2018 for Chapter 57 items for Handmade
and Machine made Carpets and other floor coverings — the Nomenclature of Indian Trade
Classification (Harmonized System) ITC (HS) 2018 for Chapter 57 items encompasses both
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handmade carpets and machine made carpets and other floor coverings. The descriptions even
at 8 digit levels are without any differentiation. This creates confusion over price determination
and validation issues between the handmade carpets and machine made carpets at ports
of exports and customs. This also results in ambiguity in availing the benefits under exports
benefit schemes like Drawback, MEIS etc. The imports of machine made carpets have been
cheaper after recent lowering of import duty in the GST regime. The notification No. 80/2017
dated 27" Oct., 2017 of increasing across all items and subsequent exemption for Chapter 57
items under 82/2017 dated 27" Oct., 2017 issued in this regard. The machine-made carpets
cannot be differentiated by HS codes; therefore, the import of these rugs has become cheaper
and causing injury to the Handmade Carpet Industry. The HS code has to be differentiated
so that no one can import handmade rugs and machine-made rugs can only be imported
by paying higher duty. The description of HS codes at the 8 digit level (Chapter 57 items)
satisfactorily covers all the facets of the handmade carpet Industry & other floor coverings
related to types products based on their manufacturing process and methodology. In lieu of
the above, it is desired that a separate HS code/codes for machine made carpets & other
floor coverings may kindly be allotted in the Export/ Import Policy. We requested to allot
separate HS code/codes for machine made carpets & other floor coverings in the interest
of the export focus handmade carpet industry.

Enhancement of Import Duty on Carpets under Chapter 57 - Today, about 95% of the
handmade carpets being produced in the country are being exported to overseas buyer’s world
over. Carpet Industry has vast potential for growth both in terms of employment generation &
production resulting in increased exports. China was our competitor in hand made carpets but
now they are not producing handmade Carpets. China has totally shifted to machine made
carpets. Our main competitors China, Russia, Brazil & Turkey have imposed the following
import duties on Carpets :

Brazil 35% Import Duty +18% VAT
Russia 35% Import Duty + VAT
China 19%Import Duty +VAT
Turkey 80% Import Duty

Presently our Import Duty is 20% which is not having any effect in restricting the import of the
machine made carpets from the above countries. It is informed that prior to enhancement of
import duty in Turkey our export was $63 million and after enhancing their duty 200% from
previous one our export reduced up to $7 million. If Turkey can enhance duty for promoting
their industry why India can't enhance its import duty in similar way for saving our own carpet
industry. Due to the existing lower import duty on Carpets in India from countries like Turkey,
Belgium and China are dumping machine-made carpets which is adversely impacting our
Handmade Carpet Industry specially the lower and medium segments of society which are also
consumed by our indigenous market. In order to restrict the import & promote our product it is
proposed that the import duty should be as high as 200% so that sector should be saved and
we will be able to enhance the export which will result in the earning of foreign exchange for
country as well as enhance employment opportunities in this sector. Therefore, we requested
to take strong action on top priority.

Request for Real time Export Data of Handmade Carpets & Other floor coverings under
Chapter 57 - availability of Export Data of Handmade Carpets & Other floor coverings under
Chapter 57 from DGCI&S, Kolkata. DGCI&S is providing data after 3-4 months of the exports
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which is causing us great difficulty in estimating and projecting the growth of the sector.
We therefore, requested to issue necessary instructions to provide real time Export Data of
Handmade Carpets & Other floor coverings under Chapter 57 from DGCI&S, Kolkata so that
we can access the same promptly.

Regarding Closure of Export Activities at Concor/ ICD Madhosingh (INMBS6) Distt.
Bhadohi U.P.) - It has been brought to our notice that CONCOR / ICD MADHOSINGH
(INMBS6) (DISTT.-BHADOHI, U.P.) is going to close / stop EXPORT activities in some days,
and closure of Export activities at CONCOR / ICD MADHOSINGH will create big problem for
Carpet industry as Bhadohi-Mirzapur-Varanasi which is major carpet producing belt and has
share of 40% of our total exports and will adversely affect our export promotion efforts as well
as loss of foreign exchange to the Nation. This is only ICD which cater the Carpet Industry
and closure of the same will be really set back for the Industry in particular and country as a
whole. Keeping in view of the above, we requested to issue necessary instructions to Concor
to reconsider the decision for closure of the ICD Madhosingh.

Vulnerable Condition of Roads in Bhadohi-Mirzapur-Varanasi Carpet belt area -
vulnerable Condition of Roads from Varanasi to Bhadohi specially in Bhadohi city
not only affect the business prospects but will also tarnish the image of the country
and state before the visiting overseas buyers. Bhadohi-Mirzapur-Varanasi is the major
carpet producing belt in the State of Uttar Pradesh. We have already represented to the State
Government on the issue. We requested to issue necessary instructions to the concerned
authorities for improving the condition of roads from Varanasi to Bhadohi specially in
Bhadohi city.

Rebate of State Levies (ROSL) Schemes benefits are not being presently given to handmade
carpet and floor coverings industry and should be extended to the tune of around @ 7% - 8%.

Exemption from Intrastate E-Way Bills compliance for Handmade Carpets & other floor
coverings for job works as there are over 24 processes and all are being done by unregistered
Dealers (URD) job workers who don’t have the turnover beyond 20 Lakhs per annum.

Focus on Branding Initiatives through Social media promotion and digital marketing
initiatives with adequate budgetary provisions.

Extensive branding for exclusive Handmade Carpets, live demonstration, Branding of
Kaleen Label.

Allocation of funds for organizing events and branding in news markets — LAC, CIS,
Northern Africa, Australia, New Zealand etc.

Enhancing the coverage of Market Access Initiative (MAI) Scheme to developed
Countries and New Focus countries like Scandinavian countries.

Warehousing at multiple locations abroad and funding for the same should be expedited.

MEA should negotiate lowering of tariffs in developed countries like Russia, Turkey, Brazil,
China etc.

Infrastructure Development in and around major carpet producing belt viz; Bhadohi-
Mirzapur-Varanasi.

Financial assistance in the form of subsidy for reduction in cost of manufacturing
export products as the Handmade Carpet industry is having threat from machine made

carpet industry in the world market with countries like Belgium, Turkey, China etc. - to
enable to compete in international market in the form of increase in the Duty Drawback Rates,
Exemption from GST, Income Tax Exemption like agriculture to Handmade Carpet Exporters.
The carpet weavers are basically farmers and weaving of Carpets is their part time job to
supplement their income at home.

Welfare Activities — During the year under review 8 schools were running through reputed NGOs.

i. CEPC has so far run a total of 113 schools, benefitting more than 5500 children by providing
Non-formal education with mid-day meal and assured stipend.

ii. Presently Council is running 8 schools under the Child Welfare Scheme of the Council.

iii. Provides Medicare Facilities to the weavers & their families out of Child Welfare Fund
contributed by the Member-Exporters of the Council and also organizing Health Check-up
Camps in Carpet weaving areas;

Initiatives on Skill Development and Marketing : Indian Handmade Carpet Industry is concentrating
strongly on Skill Development and has undertaking big Marketing initiatives. Carpet Industry has
initiated and so far provided training as under :

° 2416 Artisans in 143 Handicrafts Technical Training Centres.
o 240 Artisans in 6 Integrated Design Programme Training.

° 17991 Artisans certified under RPL Scheme of National Skill Development Corporation in 360
batches.

Registration and Surveillance of Looms — The Indian Handmade Carpet Industry has been
subjected to severe criticism over the issue of child labour in their production. The use of child labour
in the Carpet Industry has surfaced as a burning topic in various international forums, particularly in
USA & Europe over the issue of child labour.

Since the child labour cases are observed mostly in the unregistered looms that are beyond any
control of CEPC, it becomes imperative to continuously update the database of already registered
looms and register all the unregistered looms at the earliest for regular surveillance of child labour,
failing which, there is a huge risk of losing a major share of international market exports and thus,
jeopardizing the livelihoods of millions of poor families engaged in carpet making. Under the loom
registration drive, a total of 2,20,710 looms have been registered up to 2019-20.

CEPC stands in firm support of the elimination of illegal Child Labour in the carpet weaving sector and
improving the prevailing conditions of the weavers. To achieve this objective, CEPC has undertaken
significant self-regulating initiatives, both on its own and in cooperation with the Government of
India. One of the major activities in pursuance with above goals as initiated by CEPC is the
registration of looms and their regular surveillance.

During the period under review 35,000 looms were inspected and 20,000 new looms were
registered by the independent agency appointed by this Council.

Activities of the Council during the year 2019-20 — Council undertaken 4 International and 11
Domestic activities as under during the year 2019-20 :

A. International Activities -

i. Hongkong International Home Textiles and Furnishing Fair, 20-23 April, 2019 —
Council participated with 5 Member-Exporters in Hongkong International Home Textiles
and Furnishing Fair, 20-23 April, 2019.

Business Segments:

Though due to overall economic recession the visit of the buyer in the Fair was slow but Indian
participants generated business and received enquiries as per details given below :

Business Generated ; 35000 US $
Under Negotiation ; 40000 US $
No. of Enquiry received : 30
No of Visitors visited ; 60

Besides generating business and enquiries most of the participants sold their goods during
the fair.

Suggestion/Recommendation:

1. Organizers should invite more potential Carpets & Floor coverings buyers in the next Fair.

2. In order to attract more buyers for Indian Carpets & Floor coverings more publicity support
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from the Organizers is required in the next fair.
3. Regular participation in this Fair is required to arrest the exports declined.

4.  Thematic projection and proper branding of Indian Carpets is required to be undertaken
in Hong Kong.

ii. 2019 China (Qinghai) International Carpet Exhibition — Council participated with 55
Member-Exporters in 2019 China (Qinghai) International Carpet Exhibition from 7-11 August
2019.

iii. Index 2019, Dubai from 17-19 September 2019 - Council participated with 9 Member
Exporters in Index 2019, Dubai from 17-19 September 2019.

The response of the Participants was as under :-

1. Orders booked - US$ 28000.00
2. Business under negotiation - US $ 260000.00
3.  Buyers visited - 560
4. No. of enquiries received - 467

From the above, it can be seen that there is good prospect for increasing our exports in U.A.E.
market in near future.

4.  More lights required (maximum 6 lights in 12 sg. mtrs booth) for proper focusing of
Carpets.

Participation in Domotex International Trade Fair, Hannover (Germany) from 10-13
January 2020 - CEPC organized participation of 115 exhibitors from various regions
from India in Domotex 2020 in Hall No. 9, including promotion stand of Handicrafts and
Carpet Sector Skill Council and National Jute Board. CEPC provided built up booths and
raw space for customized stands to the participants, free tea/coffee, water and snacks
to buyers and visitors during the fair and provide security services to all the exhibitors for
their exhibits.

There were 1450 exhibitors from more than 60 countries took part this year, including 293
from India, 188 from Turkey and 159 from Germany. India is the largest Exhibiting country
in the Domotex, 2020 followed by Turkey and Germany.

Theme Pavilion - Council also arranged the live demonstration of the different processes
Carpet weaving in the theme pavilion of carpets i.e. the Charka for spinning of Yarn, Charkha
for reeling of yarn, 3 looms for showing different type of carpet weaving from Bhadohi, Jaipur,
Srinagar on knotted and tufted loom.

The main attraction of the theme pavilion is the weaving of portrait of Shri Narendra Modi ji,
Hon’ble Prime Minister of India on tufted loom frame.




Gl (Geographical Indication) Pavilion - For the first time Council set up a Gl
(Geographical Indication) Pavilion to create awareness about the Gl registered carpets,
durries, wall hanging (6 products of India) which has presented by Dr. Rajnikant,
Padmashree awardee and Gl Expert in front of all the delegates and share about the
importance of Gl with various steps and benefits across the world mainly to the original
producers.
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Meeting with Deutsche Messe. - On 12" January, 2020 a delegation of Carpet Export
Promotion Council headed by Shri Madan Lal Raigar, IFS, Consul General of India, consisting
of Shri Siddh Nath Singh, Chairman, CEPC, Shri Umesh Kumar Gupta, Member COA,
CEPC, Shri Maan Singh Saini, Member, Shri Sanjay Kumar, Executive Director, CEPC
& Shri Krishan Kumar, CEO, HCSSC had a meeting with the team of Deutsche Messe
(The organizers) in their office at Messe Fair Ground i.e. Dr. Andreas Gruchow, Member of
the Board, Mr. Alexander Wurst, Sr. Vice President, Ms. Sonia Wedell-Castellano, Global
Director, Mr. Thilo Horstmann, Project Director, Deutsche Messe, Ms. Geeta Bisht, India
Representative of Deutsche Messe.

Shri Madan Lal Raigar placed the demands of the Indian side forcefully and asked them to
consider either to allot space to all exhibitors product-wise or Nation-wise.

Delegates also discuss the other issues for promotion of fair and Indian Exhibitors by more
branding support, more complimentary services to Indian Exhibitors, waving off Marketing Fee
etc. Being the largest participants Deutsche Messe assured to have further discussion to find
out the solution for mutual benefit.

Chairman, CEPC and other delegates from Indian side are hopeful that the issue will be
resolved amicably in the larger interest of the Indian Handmade Carpet Industry.

Note 1
Background

Carpet Export Promotion Council was registered as a “not for profit” company u/s 25 of The Companies Act 1956.
This company is now recognized u/s 8 of The Companies Act 2013. The company is primarily engaged in promoting
exports of carpets from India with the support of The Govt. of India through The Ministry of Textiles and Ministry of
Commerce. The governing council is elected from among the carpet exporters of India.

Note 2

Significant accounting policies

a.

The financial statements are prepared under the historical cost convention, on the accrual basis of
accounting and in accordance with the Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) in India and
comply with the Accounting Standards specified u/s 133 of The Companies Act.

Use of estimates: The preparation of the financial statements in conformity and generally accepted
accounting principles in India requires the management to make estimates and assumptions that effect
the reporting balances of assets and liabilities including disclosures relating to contingent assets and
liabilities as at the date of the financial statements and reporting amounts of income and expenses
during the year. Examples of such estimates include future obligations under employee retirement
benefit plans.
