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BRIEF OF THE ACTIVITIES OF THE COUNCIL DURING THE YEAR 2021-22.

1.     4 (Four) Meetings of   the COA (186 to 189) took place during the year.

2. 242 New Members were enrolled and 10 Members left during the year thus the 
Members as on 31.3.2022 were 2223.

3. The total 20,004 Kaleen labels (5,604 from New Delhi Office and 14,400 from Regional 
Office, Bhadohi) were issued to the Member-Exporters during the year 2021-22. 

4. During the period under review the Committee of Administration took up various issues 
with the Government relating to Policy & Procedure for promotion of exports 
Activities and overall growth of the industry. Some of the issues are summarized 
as under: 

i.  Merchandise Exports from India Scheme (MEIS) - Council has taken various 
steps to clear pending MEIS licenses of exporters till the period December 2020. 

stAs per the notification No 15/2015-2020 dated 1  July 2022 the deadline for 
submission of applications under MEIS for exports made in the 4 months period, 
September 2020 to December 2020 has been extended up to 31st August 2022.

ii.  Interest Equalization Scheme - Interest Equalization Scheme on Pre and Post 
 thShipment Rupee Export Credit ended on 30 September 2021. Thereafter 

Council in various meetings requested for continuation of the Interest 
Equalization Scheme, which was affecting our export efforts and leading to 
losing our cost competitiveness. In view of the COVID-19 pandemic, industry 
was already passing through a tough time and council has requested for 
favorable consideration and recommending for early issue of notification in this 
regard. 

th    On 15 March 2022 wide Trade Notice, no 38/2021-22 issued by Director 
General of Foreign Trade informed that RBI has extended the Interest 
Equalization Scheme (IES) upto 31-03-2024 and in order to capture regular data 
about the beneficiaries of the scheme and its effective monitoring, Govt. of India 
has decided to operationalize a new online module for filing of electronic 
registration for Interest Equalization Scheme w.e.f. 01-04-2022.

iii.  Remission   of Duties and Taxes on Exported Products (RoDTEP) – Council 
has Submitted a representation for review of cap value for allowing higher value 
cap/ removal of cap value for neutralization of incidence of un-rebated duties 
and taxes on high-end carpets manufactured with over 10 times consuming 
higher fuel in all processes for Chapter 57.

  Council has collected the data from Bhadohi, Mirzapur, Bikaner & Jaipur 
Regions and submitted the representation and urges the RoDTEP Committee to 
reconsider the existing rates and remove the cap value in the overall interest of 
the carpet industry.
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5. Welfare Activities –  

 i. CEPC has so far run a total of 113 schools, benefitting aprox 5500 children by 
providing non-formal education with mid-day meal and assured stipend. 

 ii. CEPC providing Medicare Facilities to the weavers & their families out of 
Child Welfare Fund contributed by the Member-Exporters of the Council and 
also organizing Health Check-up Camps in Carpet weaving areas;

6. Initiatives on Skill Development and Marketing: Indian Handmade Carpet Industry 
is concentrating strongly on Skill Development and has undertaken big Marketing 
initiatives. Council provided training to Artisans as under during the period: 

 i. 120 Artisans in 06 Handicraft Technical Training Centre
 ii. 240 Artisans in 06 Integrated Design program training
 iii. 360 Artisans in 09 Soft Skill Training Program

Report on the Financial Statements

Note 1

Background

Carpet Export Promotion Council was registered as a “not for profit” company u/s 25 of The Companies 
Act 1956. This company is now recognized u/s 8 of The Companies Act 2013. The company is primarily 
engaged in promoting exports of carpets from India with the support of The Govt. of India through The 
Ministry of Textiles and Ministry of Commerce. The governing council is elected from among the carpet 
exporters of India.

Note 2

Significant accounting policies

a.  The financial statements are prepared under the historical cost convention, on the accrual basis of 
accounting and in accordance with the Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) in India 
and comply with the Accounting Standards specified u/s 133 of The Companies Act. 2013 read 
with rule 7 of The Companies (Accounts) rules 2014 and the relevant provisions of The 
Companies Act 2013 as applicable except note 2 (e) (ii) 

b.  Use of estimates: The preparation of the financial statements in conformity and generally 
accepted accounting principles in India requires the management to make estimates and 
assumptions that effect the reporting balances of assets and liabilities including disclosures 
relating to contingent assets and liabilities as at the date of the financial statements and reporting 
amounts of income and expenses during the year.
