43rd India Carpet Expo, Bhadohi  

Carpet Export Promotion Council (CEPC) organized its 43rd India Carpet Expo from 15-18 

October 2022 for the first time at Carpet Expo Mart in Carpet City Bhadohi, Uttar Pradesh 

with an aim to promote the exports of “Indian Handmade Carpets & other Floor Coverings”.   

 

Bhadohi District is known by the name ‘Carpet city’ as it is home to the largest hand-knotted 

carpet weaving industry hubs in South Asia. A large number of buyers from domestic and 

overseas markets visit Bhadohi in connection with their import requirements. Bhadohi Holds 

50% share of the Export of the Carpet Industry. 

In view of export enhancement of the carpet sector, Government of UP has built a Carpet Expo 

Mart at Carpet City Bhadohi in 7.5 Acres of land for improving the vast potential of exporting 

Bhadohi Carpets. It is India’s one of the state-of-the-art projects for the carpet sector. Carpet 

Expo Mart at Bhadohi is a Green Mart with Solar Power, having an exhibition area / Hall 7000 

sq. mtr. 94 permanent shops the for display of Handmade Carpets and other floor coverings. 

Mart is centrally air-conditioned with all other facilities of international standard. 

India Carpet Expo has become very popular worldwide amongst the Overseas Carpet Importers, 

Chain Stores and Retailers. The 43 rd Edition of the India Carpet Expo was visited by 213 

reputed overseas carpet buyers, from all over the world to do serious business with Indian 

Exporters/ Manufacturers. This Expo was having the participation of 239 exhibitors of 

Handmade Carpets.  This will ultimately benefit  over two Million weavers/ artisans employed 



 

 

in this highly labor intensive rural based cottage industry. This Expo will help generate business 

of approx. Rs. 500 - 600 Crores.
