Annual Report of the Council for the year 2023-24

The Committee of Administration presents the Annual Report on the Activities undertaken by

the Carpet Export Promotion Council during the year 2023-24 together with an audited
Balance Sheet and Statement of Income & Expenditure for the period ending 31st March
2024 for consideration and approval for adoption by the members in the AGM.

ELECTION FORTHE YEAR 2022-23.

The last 40th Annual General Meeting of the Council for the year 2022-23 was held on 29th
September, 2023. The General Body unanimously approved the postponement of
Retirement of 1/3rd Members of the Committee of Administration from various categories as
well as to postpone Election for the office of 1/3rd Members of the Committee of
Administration from various categories for the year 2022-23 and to retain the existing
members of Committee of Administration of the Council to function and discharge its power till
the next elections are held and members are elected.

The General Body is informed that the Office of the Development Commissioner
(Handicrafts) vide their Order No. M-11013/2021/CEPC dated 15.02.2024 declared the
Council's Election-2021 as Nulland Void.

In exercise of powers conferred to the Ministry of Textiles under Articles 75 and 76 (i) of
Memorandum and Articles of Association of CEPC, O/o. the DC(H) vide their Order No. M-
11013/120/2023-24/CEPC/224 dated 11.03.2024 gave the additional charge of Chairman,
CEPC to Dr. Romesh Khajuria, Chairman, Wool & Woollen Export Promotion Council
(WWEPCQ) till further orders in addition to his existing duties. Shri Romesh Khajuria shall take
over as Chairman (As a special case in view of the prevailing circumstances) till the New
Chairman is elected as per the Memorandum and Articles of Association of CEPC.

In pursuant to this Order, Dr. Romesh Khajuria took over the charge of Chairman, CEPC on
14th March, 2024. As per Order No. M-11013/120/2023-24/CEPC/224 dated 11.03.2024 of
the O/o. the DC(H), CEPC conducted the elections for the post of 18 COAMembers.

As per Order No. M-11013/120/2023-24/CEPC/225 dated 11.03.2024, issued by
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O/o. the DC(H), Shri Jag Mohan shall hold the additional charge of Officiating Executive
Director-cum-Secretary & Returning Officer till further orders, in addition to his existing
duties without extra remuneration. Accordingly, Mr. Jag Mohan has taken over the charge of

Officiating Executive Director-cum-Secretary, CEPC w.e.f. 12.03.2024.
In pursuant to the directions received from O/o. the DC(H) vide their letter No.

11013/120/2023-24/CEPC/229 dated 15th March 2024, the Council had notified the election
on 22nd March 2024 for 18 posts of Members of the Committee of Administration (COA) from
various categories with the existing Memorandum & Articles of Association and Election
Rules of the Council.

CEPC conducted the COAElection-2024 on 9th May 2024 through e-voting. Accordingly, the
results for 18 posts of COA were declared by the Returning Officer on 9th May 2024 at Hotel
The Lalit, Barakhamba Road, New Delhi in the presence of Election Committee Members,
Scrutinizer, Observer, Presiding Officer, Polling Officer, Chairman CEPC, Contestants and
Members & Official of NSDL.
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BRIEF OF THEACTIVITIES OF THE COUNCILDURING THE YEAR 2023-24.
1. 5 Meetings of the COA (194 to 198) took place during the year.

2. 264 new members were enrolled and 4 Members were left during the year. 330
Members were de-registered due to non-payment of Membership out of which 133
Members Paid Membership fee and de-registration withdrawn. Thus the members as
on 31.3.2024 were 1917.

3. The total 1,28,000 Kaleen labels (9,000 from New Delhi Office and 1,19,000 from
Regional Office, Bhadohi) were issued to the Member-Exporters during the year 2023-24.

4. During the period under review the Committee of Administration took up various
issues with the Government relating to Policy & Procedure for promotion of
export Activities and overall growth of the industry. Some of the issues are
summarized as under:

a. Issues in Delay in clearance at Customs, Mumbai: Major Exporters have
flagged their concerns over their consignments being held up at customs. The
council has received recently many concerns that the Customs department is
holding up the shipments and insisting on testing the composition of the
handmade carpets by cutting a small part of it. Since the handmade Carpets are
customized, cutting a small piece of it is impossible. Notification in this regard
was also issued vide Public Notice No 54/2017 dated 21.04.2017. (enclosed
herewith) Holding up Shipments leads to order cancellations and this issue
needs to be addressed on an immediate and urgent basis. The Council has
already taken it up with a representation to the Customs Department. Further,
we have received a letter from Mumbai Customs for the deputation of
permanent staff from CEPC for the purpose of evaluation of carpets

b. Support for the Handicrafts Sector under the MAI Policy: More than 70 % of
the exports of Indian carpets go to the US And EU and the demand in these
markets has saturated. In order to explore new markets MAI policy should
provide flexibility in the required Minimum No of Participants. There used to be
an MAI provision for the opening of showrooms, warehouses, and marketing
offices abroad and display in international departmental stores (Para 4.2.3 of
MAI Scheme 2018), which has been withdrawn from the latest MAI scheme
announced on 19th July 2021. The same may be restored.
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Need for Testing laboratories: There is a need to start cluster-wise
laboratories which are branded by the government for Certification. It can be
used by them in the international market since at present we have to depend
upon the certification issued by the foreign countries.

Onboarding the industry on digital platforms and leveraging the benefits
of E-Commerce: E-Commerce Penetration for the carpet sector is very low
and presently very few established exporters have successfully used E-
Commerce for selling and market penetration. The digital literacy of the carpet
sector is very low as more than 90% of the exporters belong to the MSME
Sector. Council regularly takes up capacity building and training programs on
leveraging the power of social media and e-commerce for the exporters' benefit.
As part of such programs council also organized training programs with E-Bay
Global and Amazon Global Selling for our member exporters. Setting up an
established E-Commerce cell will help direct focused efforts on promoting E-
Commerce exports and also handhold the entire industry in becoming more
digitally literate and leveraging the advantage and power of social media.

Introduction of PLI Scheme for Carpet Sector - As per the feedback of the
Industry, PLI Scheme is providing incentive to big manufacturers exporters with
high international turnover minimum 100 crore, as carpet industry is cottage-
based industry hence consider to reduce the international turnover criteria for
the rural based cottage industry or consider to provide similar benefits to
Handmade carpet industry by some special scheme.

Setting up of Textile Hubs across the world: Textile hubs showcasing Indian
handicrafts can be set up all across the world. The hubs can be run jointly with
other councils. Warehousing facilities around the Textile Hubs can also be
provided. These hubs will not only help promote and market Indian handicrafts
but also help during the various fairs organized

Request for Extension of Interest Equalization Scheme: Request to extend
this scheme at the earliest. The benefit of the 3% Interest Equalization Scheme
on Pre and Post Shipment Rupee Export Credit should be increased to 5% and
also extended to Merchant Exporters.
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Request for Restoration of the benefit of Exemption of GST on
transportation of all Export consignments which has been withdrawn from 1st
Oct 2022. Now we are liable to pay GST @ 18% on transportation of all Export
consignments w.e.f. 1st October 2022 which has resulted in an increase of our
cost and we will lose our competitiveness in the international market. There is an
immediate need to restore the benefit as it impacts the liquidity of the exporters
and in volatile market conditions to ensure market competitiveness maintaining
liquidity is a must.

Request for removal of Value cap on all RoDTEP rates under all sub-
chapters under Chapter 57 : Council has made a representation dated 19th
April 2022 to the Joint Secretary (DBK), Department of Revenue in this regard.
All supporting data has been submitted and the council has requested for
revision of RODTEP rates and removal of Value Cap.

Duties on Carpets Exported to Russia and Turkey: The average import
duties of Chapter 57 items i.e. carpet and Floor coverings in Turkey is @ 75% +
8% VAT which is exorbitantly high as compared to other developed countries
where the duty ranges from 5to0 8 % i.e., USA @ 5% and EU and UK @ 8%. +
VAT Turkey's strategy of increasing import duty on handmade carpets by more
than 200% has been done in order to protect their domestic carpet industry. The
import duties have been increased particularly on handmade carpets from most
of the countries exporting to Turkey in order to protect their local artisans and
weavers as well as protect the internal economy of the country. The decision to
increase import duty in the year 2015 has helped Turkey increase their exports
to the world and its market share of Turkey has grown considerably in the last 5
years. Itis recommended that the import duty on carpets should be increased by
200 % of invoice value and the cap of 86 $ per sq m should be kept so as to avoid
under-invoicing of shipments inside India

Updation of GST Rates on the website of Central Board of Indirect Taxes
and Customs (CBIC): Vide Notification No. 21/2018- Central Tax (Rate) and
22/2018- Integrated Tax (Rate) dated 26th July 2018, GST rates for Chapter 57
were reduced from 12% to 5%. But on the website of the Central Board of
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Indirect Taxes and Customs (CBIC) still, the rates are reflecting @12% for the
5701, 5702, 5703, 5704, and 5705 HS Codes Our member exporters are facing
problems regarding GST rates mentioned on Customs and GST council’s
website which is still showing 12% instead of 5%. Numerous representations
have been sentto CBIC for updation of the same. The updation is still pending.

Marketing Campaigns for Promotion of the Handmade Carpet Industry
with special focus and request for incentivizing promotion of
Geographical Indication (Gl) Products: Indian Handmade Carpet industry
ranks Number 1 in the International Market, both in terms of value and volume.
However, it is facing severe competition from machine-made carpets from
Turkey, China, and Iran and gradually losing its No1 place in the international
market. There is an urgent need to create consumer awareness through a
consistent campaign to promote handmade carpets. The campaign should
focus on weaving stories around each product and give recognition to the
artisan and the Designer. It is proposed to have a campaign called ‘Handmade
in India- Crafting stories’ with each communication whether public or private
sector, like how we have for Incredible India. The campaign will also promote Gl
in carpets on the global platform along with the promotion of the “Kaleen Label”,
by CEPC for promoting Child Labor Free Handmade Carpets

Further manufacturing of handmade carpets comprises one of the highest labor
costs which is about 55% to 65% of the total cost of the product and therefore
handmade carpet sector should be provided additional incentive from the
government. These incentive schemes may be designed in such a way to
comply with WTO norms. One of the WTO- compliant schemes shall be to
provide additional incentives to the handmade carpet sector in the form of
incentives on Gl products forits brand promotion in the international market.

5. Welfare Activities — During the year under review provides Medicare Facilities to
the weavers & their families out of Child Welfare Fund contributed by the Member-
Exporters of the Council;
